In these situations, it is
especially important to show love and respect to them. Showing respect will keep
your relationship strong.

Talk about your values. Your parents’ values are probably different from
those of your own. Tell them what you care about, and why. Understanding your
values might help them see your purposes in life.

A good relationship with your parents can make you a better and happier
person. It is worth having a try!
